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Any ISF member with a fully-paid membership and who was awarded an ER.ISF distinction at least 6 months before is entitled to submit a file containing colour or monochrome photographic prints together with the corresponding digital files.


A sum of € 50 will be enclosed with the application file so as to obtain each degree of the constellation scale.


None of these images will have already been submitted in a file application towards a photographic distinction.


The prints will have to be presented in a homogenous manner on light cardboard matting – no glass mount, no frame and a minimum size of 30 X 40 cm (i.e. approx. 12 X 15 inches). However exemptions will be obtainable should the works produced be of a very unusual nature.


A covering document will give a detailed explanation of the author’s purpose and technique used.


The author specifically agrees to his/her explanatory text and his/her images being published


in ISF’s magazine or website for the promotion of IMAGE SANS FRONTIERE.





Each application will be presented by the person in charge of distinctions and the subséquent decision will be made by the Steering Committee during the General Assembly.


The images rewarded by a Constellation distinction will be kept by ISF and will be liable to be exhibited and published either as a set or individually in ISF’s newsletter.

Any ISF member with a fully-paid membership and who was granted a Dolphin distinction at least one year before will be allowed to submit an application file towards either of the following levels 





H.ISF – Hercule ISF


The application will consist of 20 images in the same section and will show a unity in their creative and stylistic approach. The set will show the author’s expertise in a particular area or specific technique of photography.





P.ISF – Phénix ISF


The application for P.ISF will consist of 20 images in the same section and will show a unity in their creative and stylistic approach. The set will show the author’s expertise in a new or unusual area in terms of technique or artistry.


For this new constellation, the author’s approach must be different from the one used for a previous application.
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
